hyperbole: extreme exaggeration or overstatement. Example: If I lost my phone, I'll die!

metaphor: a comparison between two unlike things NOT using the words “like” or “as.” Example: love is a battlefield.

simile: a comparison between two unlike things using the words “like” or “as.” Example: She's as cute as a button!

personification: the attribution of human traits, emotions, and intentions to non-human entities/objects. Example: My alarm clock screams at me every morning.

alliteration: words in a series (or close together) that have the same first consonant sound. Example: She sells seashells down by the seashore.

onomatopoeia: words that sound like what they are describing. Example: woof, meow, splat, pop
